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Women Bishops Legislation Successfully Passes the Half-Way Mark
 
Seven more dioceses debated the draft legislation on Saturday to allow women to be bishops. All said YES!
 
These were Carlisle, Blackburn, Winchester, Norwich, Rochester, St Albans and Wakefield. This brings the total of positive diocesan results so far to 28 out of 30 and past the 50% required for the legislation to go before the General Synod in February and July 2012.
 
24 of the 30 Dioceses have also rejected requests for even further provision for those who cannot accept women bishops. This shows a growing indication of the widespread support across the country for the provisions already contained in the draft legislation. The remaining 14 dioceses will be voting between now and 12 November.
 
Hilary Cotton, Campaign coordinator said, “With a clean sweep on Saturday we are well on our way to a set of results that show an overwhelming endorsement of the legislation for women bishops. We are particularly delighted that Blackburn voted in support of the legislation, as this was an unexpected result".
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
